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         Bletchley Park  - Castle Rockõs Code Breakers  

On Thursday 7th June, forty Y9 students visited Bletchley Park, the site of the famous code 

breakers who successfully intercepted German radio communications during the Second 

World War. During their day at Bletchley, students undertook an interesting workshop,      

explaining the different codes and ciphers used by Bletchley workers at the time.  

They were able to try their hand at code breaking and deciphering which they really enjoyed. 

They were also given a demonstration of the enigma machine. They were taken on a guided 

tour of the site, shown the various buildings and what they were used for but more             

importantly the tour explained the significance of Bletchley Park and the people who worked 

there.  

The tour guide made them think about what it would have felt like to be summoned to  

Bletchley in WWII, working long hours, living away from friends and family, then not be     

recognised for their contribution to the war effort until thirty years after the war ended. This 

cross-curricular trip provided students with an experience of the working conditions of code 

breakers and an insight into how these secret mathematicians managed to bring about an 

early end to the war ultimately saving thousands of lives.
